Colossians 3:12,13  “ Therefore as God’s chosen people, holy 
and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, 
humility, gentleness and patience. Bear with each other and for-
give whatever grievances you may have against one another. 
Forgive as the Lord forgave you.” 

We have all experienced being hurt by the words or actions of 
others. God has forgiven us for our sins and therefore we should 
forgive others just as he has forgiven us. He is our example to 
follow. It is much easier to forgive others if they are sorry and 
apologize. However God calls us to forgive regardless of the 
offender’s response to us.  

Kel Willis in his book “Living with you living with me” - Build-
ing relational health into God’s family, says our spiritual and 
mental health requires us to forgive. He says ‘What the other 
person does is between him and God, even when that behavior 
impacts us in a negative way. Our responsibility is to respond in 
a biblical way.” He also says “For us as Christians, the issue is 
now primarily one of our own spiritual growth. We are making 
a choice to be governed not by the other person’s behavior, but 
by the principals of life in Christ. In the context of God’s won-
derful grace, love and forgiveness we choose to begin the process 
of forgiveness and to experience the joy and freedom that comes 
when we comprehend the wonder of God’s grace in our own 
lives, and the sweet liberation that is found in the process of 
forgiving others.”  

My five year old granddaughters love everything to do with the 
Disney movie Frozen. The main song in this movie is entitled 
“Let it Go” which I’m sure many of you are so familiar with! 

Forgiving others enables us to “let it go”- “it” being the hurt 
and all the other destructive emotions and attitudes that can 
come when we are not prepared to forgive. Forgiving others can 
be very difficult especially if the hurt has been very severe and 
impacted greatly on our life. Nothing is impossible for God 
though. His Holy Spirit can transform our heart and mind to 
help us, over time, be able to forgive those who have inflicted 
hurt as you prayerfully seek his help and meditate on his word.   

In Courage for Living - Insight’s Bible Companion, Volume 4, 
in the chapter on relationships it says we need to lean on God to 
help us overcome hurt. It suggests we say to God “ I lean on you 
for the grace and strength to forgive this one who has hurt me 
and to want and work for what is best for that person.”
