Our reward is in God, not in what any human being
might offer as praise or thanks! God’s calling isn’t con-
tained to pastoral or leadership activities, it is simply do-
ing what God’s conviction impresses in our hearts. Per-
haps you’re Volunteering with MMM because you’ve
heard the Call of God and responded, I hope so! I know
for me the answer is yes, and all I can do is what we are
encouraged to do in Colossians 3:23;

“Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working
for the Lord, not for human masters.”
