From Melbourne Airport, you can catch the airport bus straight 
to BHCC. Cost is $80-88 and you will need to be pre-book your 
ticket at www.airportbus.com.au

To use public transport, catch the skybus from the airport to the 
Southern Cross Station in the city. Cost is $18 and a bus leaves 
every 20mins. From there catch a train to Belgrave station, where 
pick-up to the convention centre can be arranged, or you may 
prefer to organize a taxi for the short trip from there. Ph: 131
