Each attends for approximately 12
months where they live within strict conditions and learn new ways to face the challenges in life. Many lives are
transformed as they learn how much God loves them and His desire to have a meaningful relationship with them.

Terry Owers and Mal Lewis led a band of students to renovate a large house that included renewing ceilings and
upgrading the bathroom. It was a pleasure to have a professional plasterer and plumber on site to do their part of
the work.
