Vision Beyond the Stone!
Matthew 27: 59-61 “Joseph took the body and wrapped it

in a clean linen cloth, and laid it in his own new tomb,
which he had hewn out in the rock; and he rolled a large
stone against the entrance of the tomb and went away. And
Mary Magdalene was there, and the other Mary, sitting op-
posite the grave.”

It would be easy to see in this picture that Mary Magdalene
and the other Mary sat dejected as events unfolded in front
of them. Soldiers sealing the grave of Jesus. Everything they
had hope for and believed in was now dead on the other side
of the stone. The problem here is the Mary couldn’t see the
other side of the stone.

“Vision” is a gift from God. It allows us to see what is not
yet in place, it allows us to plan for what has not yet oc-
curred.

man avails much. Can I encourage you to pray effectively,
fervently for the work of MMM and for our needs. ...
