It 
was a devastating journey to go through. As I grieved 
her passing, I pondered greatly on the fact that on that 
same day many years ago, Jesus, the Son of God also 
passed away. Sacrificing His very life for our sins.  

Matthew 27:45-46 & 50  45 From noon until three in the 
afternoon darkness came over all the land. 46 About three 
in the afternoon Jesus cried out in a loud voice, “Eli, Eli, 
lema sabachthani?” (which means “My God, my God, 
why have you forsaken me?”).50 And when Jesus had 
cried out again in a loud voice, he gave up his spirit.

Easter is both a time of sadness, as we consider 
what Jesus suffered and the life He sacrificed, but it 
is also a time of new life. He rose from the dead on 
the third day, He overcame death and the curtain in 
the temple was torn. We now have direct access to 
God through Jesus. When we believe in Him and 
turn away from our sinful life, we become a new 
creation.
