This is one passage where he 
has expounded to bring some clarity and purpose-
ful content to the heart of the reader. 

“Listen for God’s voice in everything you do, every-
where you go; he’s the one who will keep you on 
track.

Run from evil! Your body will glow with health; your 
very bones will vibrate with life! Honour God with 
everything you own; give him the first and the best. 
Your barns will burst; your wine vats will brim over.” 

As we pray for the needs of MMM both here in 
Australia and offshore we should listen to God in 
everything we do knowing that as we listen to Him 
he will keep us on track. Let’s remember to give 
Him credit for our every accomplishment knowing 
He will smooth out and straighten the road that lies 
ahead.
